At the May 2, 2009, meeting of the association’s board of directors, the Board challenged Management to determine the various costs of operations which may be recovered to help offset the increasing owner fees.  Our goal is to reduce the future billing of “Budget Adjustment fees”   during this period of economic depression. During our cost analysis we discovered the hot tubs were our biggest recoverable expense.  The cost of labor, electricity, water, and repair continue to increase each year regardless of the number of owners who utilize them.  The Board also wanted the possible options for creating a ‘Plan’ of action in a ‘worst-case’ budget scenario with contingencies covered.  

A detailed study was done on the data accumulated over a period of two years (2007-2008). This study revealed total costs range up to as much as $56.00 to prepare a unit’s hot tub for use per week. Regardless of whether the tub is used one time or one hundred times during your stay, the cost remains. Therefore, for the time being, management recommended, and the board voted unanimously in favor of a fee of $50.00 for hot tub usage be charged for each unit at check-in if the occupant requested its use. This charge will take effect July 10, 2009, and will remain in effect until further notice. While it is regrettable that this action has become necessary, the Board & Management must do whatever is possible to insure operations remain viable to protect the owners’ interest. 

Regarding the billing of “Budget Adjustment fees”, further scrutiny of the Association’s Balance Sheet & Income Statement revealed that the elimination of all Association Notes Payable could place the association in a much better position to operate with the annual maintenance fee at or near its current level, unless a heavy inflationary trend rears its ugly head. In order to remove the Association’s debt, an amount equal to $400 would be billed to each unit owner. To show that your support is greatly appreciated, owners who wish to pay the entire amount by the due date of August 31, 2009 can receive:

1.) A $25 cash discount if paid by check 

(a check or money order for $375 would pay the invoice in full).
2.) A free Silver week will be made available for that owner’s use, 

through RCI /Interval International or Apple Valley Resort. 

For those who can’t pay the full amount by the due date, the discount of $25 will not apply, but owners can take up to TWO (2) years to pay the fee in full, paying monthly payments of $16.67 per month (or $200 each year). Owners wishing to arrange a shorter pay-off period than 24 months may also receive a Silver week for their use, absolutely free, as long as all payments remain timely according to their payment agreement.
